81. Ray was born on October 12, 1929 in Purdy, Oklahoma to Robert Emmitt
Wall and Ida May (Holmes) Wall. He attended Lindsay Schools, graduating
from Lindsay High School in 1947. He married Patsy Simms, June 12, 1948,
at the First Baptist Church in Lindsay, Oklahoma. Together they had three
children: Jay, Becky and David.

Ray was an area farmer and rancher. In 1962, he began work for Rural
Electric Co-op and retired as a purchasing agent in 1992. After retirement, he
worked part-time for Tabor?s Medical Services. 

 

His hobbies included gardening, cooking, refinishing and upholstering
furniture and restoring antiques. Ray restored the furniture for the Lindsay
Murray Mansion. He was a member of the United Methodist Church in
Lindsay, Oklahoma, where he served on the administrative board and was
active as an MYF leader. Ray was also a member of the RE&T Employees
Credit Union and served as President for that organization in 1989 to 1991.
Over the years, Ray and his wife Pat traveled leisurely with the REC to New
